You will hear and see inspiring examples of inclusive 

projects around the UK and overseas. But the event will also offer firsthand experience of an 

inclusive project where everyone has a role and is valued for what they can do. 

 

The Deal 

Thanks to support from the European Commission and the British Council, we are able to offer a 

participation fee of only £100 per person. If you bring a young person with you (age 16+) there are 

bursaries available to help reduce their fees even further. In addition we will reimburse travel 

expenses up to £65 per person. Please note anyone bringing young people under 18 is responsible 

for addressing their safeguarding needs.
